Wave Decay – Sound Art in Forgotten Spaces
A new artwork, which took place in a secret location in Annandale was revealed last weekend as part of an experimental collaborative art project between young local artist Katie Anderson and San Francisco based sound artist Justin K Prim. The work, Wave Decay Sonotorium, is a sound and sculptural piece, installed in one of the area’s most beautiful, crumbling Victorian ruin at Milkbank in Kettleholm. 
The two artists, who met during last year’s Environmental Arts Festival Scotland, held at Morton Castle near Thornhill, both fell in love with the location, and Wave Decay has been under development ever since. The work has been supported by DG Unlimited and the Holywood Trust, and saw the opportunity for two young artists to develop and expand their careers in the region.
Katie, who has been working in the area since graduating from the University of Cumbria, including projects in a disused underground car park in Dumfries, and a residency at Lockerbie Academy says, “I’ve been really keen to develop a temporary work for the Annan area for a while now. I’ve been involved in a lot of different and interesting projects in Dumfries and further west in Galloway, but very little in the east of the region, so it’s really exciting to be able to explore such an unusual location near my home.”
Justin, who first visited the region last summer whilst researching a new book, commented, “It was so exciting to be able to present my first international sound installation in such a beautiful location. I fell in love with the location and Dumfries and Galloway last year and I’m really pleased to have been able to return this year and contribute to the vibrant arts community of the area.”
The installation was opened for public viewing last weekend at the mystery location.
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Katie Anderson is an artist based in South West Scotland; interested in people, places, materials and collaborative practice. Katie works collectively as part of the curatorial team of The Stove Network, an artist-led collective based on Dumfries’ High Street. Previous projects include Parking Space as part of The Stove, commissions for the Environmental Arts Festival Scotland, and exhibitions in Dumfries, Berlin and Sydney, Australia. www.katiejanderson.wordpress.com
